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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the level of operation, compare the level
of operation and the operational strategies in building relationship between the
school and the community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration
Organization. The research was divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 dealt with the
study of the level of operation. The sample comprised administrators, teachers,
and educational institution committee members, totally 334 persons. The sample
size was determined according to the Krejcie and Morgan table, and the sample
was obtained through stratified random sampling basing on the status of the
personnel. The instrument was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the
discriminating power ranging from 0.28 to 0.70, and the total reliability of 0.94.
The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program to find
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypothesis testing
employed F-test (one-way ANOVA) and t-test (independent samples). Phase 2
dealt with the study of the operational strategies. The target group consisted of 6
educational institution administrators. The instrument was a structured interview
form. The analysis of data employed interpretation and making conclusion.

The results revealed the following:

1. The operation of building relationship between the school and the
community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration Organization,
on the whole, was in the high tevel, Ranked in descending order according to the
value of the mean, the top 3 aspects are: the aspect of the work of the basic
education institution committee; the aspect of public relations; and the aspect of
enhancing the relationship between the school and the community and other
organizations,



2. The difference in the status of the administrator, the feacher, and the
educational institution committee member made a difference in the level of
operation of building relationship between the schoot and the community of the
schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration Organization; however, the
difference of school size did not make any difference in the level of operation.

3. The operational strategies in building relationship between the school
and the community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration
Organization were composed of:

3.1 Encouraging the parents to come to listen to the problems of the
students and tojointty solve the problems as well as to take part in the school
community service activities.

3.2 Providing financial support and equipments as well as personnel
for collaboration with the community in giving service for public benefits,

3.3 Encouraging personnel to collaborate with community leaders
and parents in the communities for exchanging of ideas,

3.4 Inviting leaders and concerned persons to listen to means of
development in various forms of activities that promote continuous
development,

3.5 Holding a meeting to appoint the committee respensible for
promotion of the relationship between the school and the community and
operation of different aspects of development.

3.6 Encouraging parents and concermed persons to take part
in the meeting for the dissemination and the publication of school activities
