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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the tevel of organization of carly
childhood education of the child development centers; 2) compare the level of
organization of early chitdhood education of the child developrment centers,
classified by age, educational tevel, and position concerned with organization of
early childhood education; and 3) study the recornmendations for organization of
early childhood education. The sample of Phase 1 comprised administrators,
chitd developrment center committee members, personnel of Tambon
Administration Organizations and child caregivers, totally 204 persons. The
instrument was a 5-level rating scale guestionnaire with the reliability of 0.86.
The target group of Phase 2 comprised 2 administrators, 2 education officers, 2
chairpersons of child development center committees, 2 heads of child
development centers, and 2 child caregivers, totally 10 persons, obtained
through purposive sampling. The instrument used was a structured interview
form. The statistics used were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation. F-test (one-way ANOVA) was used in the hypothesis testing. The

statistical significance was cet at the .05 level
The results are as follows:

1. The level of organization of early childhood education of the child

development centers in Sakhrai District, Nong Knai Province was in the high level.



2. The comparison of the level of organization of education, classified by
age, educational level, and status revealed that:

2.1 The comparison of organization of early childhood education of
the child development centers, classified by the age revealed no difference on
the whole.

2.2 The comparison of organization of early childhood education of
the child development centers, classified by educational level, revealed a
difference, on the whole, with statistical significance at the .05 level.

2.3 The comparison of organization of early chitdhood education of
the child development centers, classified by status, revealed a difference, on the
whole, with statistical significance at the .05 level.

3. Recommendations for the organization of early chltdhood education of
the child development centers are as follows: on the aspect of administration,
personnel should be supported to progress in their career; on the aspect of
personnel, personnel’s potentiality should be developed continuously, there
should be enough child caregivers for the number of students; on the aspect of
buildings and grounds, environment and safety of the child development center,
the size of the area should be suitable and safe for children, the environment
shoutd be hygienic; on the aspect of academic and curricuta activities, chitdren
development in all aspects, physical, emotional, social, and intellectual, should
be promoted; on the aspect of participation and support from all parties, the
operation of the child development center should be made known to the
community, the community should have its part in constructing the curriculum of
the child development center; on the aspect of early chitdhood de’velopment

network, the operational committee of the chitd development center should be

appointed.
