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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of organizing learning process of the Non-
formal and Informal Education Center; 2) compare the state of organizing learning process of
Non-formal and Informal Education Center; 3) study the recommendations for the
development of organizing tearning process of the Non-formal and Informal Education
Center. The sample comprised 399 students in the academic year 2013. The instrument was
a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with 40 ftems, the 10C ranging from 0.67 to 1.00, the

discrimination power ranging from 0.40 to 0.77, and the total reliability of 0.89.
The results are as follows:

1. The level of the state of organizing learning process, on the whole and by
aspect, was in the high level.

2. The results of the comparison revealed that when classified by the
educational level, on the whole there was no difference. Meanwhile, when considered by
aspect, the aspect of organizing learning through projects and the aspect of organizing
learning with remedial teaching had a difference with statistical sienificance at the .05 level.
On the other aspects there was no difference.

3. The recommendations for the development are as follows: the learning
process should be organized according to the needs of the learners; the activities should be
flexible and suitable; the learners should be encouraged to express their ideas and to pay
attention to the project; remedial teaching should be provided for every subject, and
knowledgeable personnel should be selected to be remedial teachers; motivate the student
to understand more about the importance of the activities for devetopment of ife quality;

Regarding ways of development, the NFE teachers should travel to the area to meet the



group of students after the official working hours, provide training on using computer and
how to retrieve knowledge from learning sources for the students, develop the students so
that they possess the skill of analysis, organize learning as required by the curriculum
continuousty, provide remediat teaching for every subject and select knowledgeable
personnel to teach; the students must learn and study by doing activities according to the

steps so what they have learned can really be applicable.
