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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study were to analyze the causes of repeated mistakes
about drugs in the responsible areas of the Buriram Provincial Probation Office, and to find some
useful strategies including solutions for drug prevention. The qualitative research was conducted
from 1 January 2000 to 31 December 2002. The data were collected from thirty three prisoners
consisting of fifteen drug takers, ten drug takers and sellers, five drug owners, and three drugs
takers and sellers, and ten officers of the Buriram Provincial Probation Office. The forty three
samples were selected by purposive random sampling. The instrument was an interview form and

documentary study was employed for data collection.
Results of the research were as follows :

The research findings indicated that four main causes of the repeated mistékes about
drugs were 1) family problems: single-parent family, poverty, none disciplines and irresponsible
heads of family, alcohol drinkers and drug takers, 2) friends: bad persons, no awareness of drug,
tryout, and being stimulated by friends, 3) community: drug selling community, brawl
community, drug taking family, 4) specific personalities: low educated person, teenagers, curious
persons, prodigal persons, and lazy persons.

Regarding the strategies and solutions for the repeated mistakes about drug, the
study suggests that the strong relationship should be built among, 1) family problems: family
members, and the responsibilities of the members for drug problems should be assigned clearly
and fairly, and all family members should trust and help each other. They should understand and

recognize the danger of drugs. 2) friends: Good friends are one key factor of drug problems.



Teenagers should say no when their friend persuade them to take some drng. The teenagers
should be observed closely about drug problems. They should be advised of behavior towards
new friends and new society, 3) Children in community should be taught and built good values,
and morality, and awareness of the danger of drug. In addition, the drug addicts should be well
treated, and there should be a center for drug information including informing diug problems
in community. 4) People in community should be aware of the danger of drugs, they should learn
living skills in a new society. They should be improved their self-confident. They solve the
problems with reasons. They should most of their free time in relaxing activities such as getting

exercises, playing or listening to music including reading,
