ABTRACT

The objectives of the research were to survey the level of practical application of
good governance principtes for the administration of Phadung Naree High School, 1
compare the opinions of students towards the application of good governance principles for
the administration regarding class and educational fevel, and to find some useful suggestions
for practical application of the principles for the administration. The samples Were three
hundred and thirty four students at Phudung Naree High gehool. Yamane method was
employed for the sample size, and they were selected by simple random sampling. The
instrument was 4 questionnaire with .89 reliability index. The statistics used were frequency,
percentage; mean, standard deviation, t-test (Independent Samples), ¥~ test (One - way

ANOVA) and Scheffe’ method.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the practical application of
good governance principles for the administration was moderate. Five moderate level
principles of the application Were cost effectiveness, rule of law, ethnics, transparencys

accountability and participation respectively.



2. The finding indicated that the opinions of students towards the practical
application of the principles for the administration regarding different classes and educational
levels were not significantly different.

3. Regarding suggestions, they are concluded as follows:

3.1 Regulations should be currentty new and introduced properly to
students in Phadung Naree High School.

3.2 School administrators should apply the ethical and religious principles
for administration, and these principles should be applied for ethical development of students
through-ethical activities.

3.3 News and information should be announced clearly and regularly fo
students through an efficient information technology system.

3.4 Teamwork culture should be used for work discussion and problem
solutions through the participation of school staff.

3.5 School administrators should be fully responsible for administrative
problems in school. |

3.6 School resources should be used effectively and efficiently based on

a school master plan.
