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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to survey needs for self-development of teachers in
basic education schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Basic Educational service Area3, to
compare the average level of their needs for self-development, and to find some useful
suggestions for self-development. The samples were two fundred and five teachers consisting of
assistant teachers, permanent teachers, professional teachers and senior professional teachers.
The instrument was a questionnaire with .32-.87 discrimination indices and .07 reliability index.
The statistics used for quantitat'we data were mean, standard deviation, frequency, percentage,

t-test and F-test (One-way ANOVA).
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The finding showed that the average level of the needs for self- development of
teachers in basic education schools under the Office of Maha Sarakham Basic Educational service
Area 3 was high. Five high levels of the needs for the development were peer assistance,
professional {raining, online learning, sharing experience with expetts, and classroom action
research, One moderate {evel of the needs for the development was further study.

2. The finding indicated that the average level of the needs for self
_development of the teachers regarding academic positions: assistant teachers, permanent

teachers, professional teachers and senior professional teacher were not different.



3. In conclusion, the research suggests that there should be a meeting or an
academic seminar on educational research for teachers. The teachers should be continuously
supported to further study, and they should be provided new technology and innovation for

educational management. |
