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ABSTRACT

This research is a quantity and also a quality research which aimed to study the
factots that influenced the narcotic distribution behaviors of North hill tribe inmates
detaining at Tak Central Prison in order to study the suggestions and narcotics interception
method to intercept narcotics from entering Thailand by North hill tribes. Samples were
North hill tribe inmates detaining at Tak Central Prison 132 subjects. Obtained by stratified
random sampling and simple random sampling. The instrument used was a questionnaire.
Statistics used were frequency, percentage and multinomial logistic regression analysis were
deployed for hypothesis test with the significant level at 0.05. An deep interview method was
used for the quality research, data collected from 5 samples each group, totally 15 samples .

The results of research were as follows :

1. The quantity research found that factors infiuencing towards narcotics
distribution behaviors of North hill tribe inmates detaining at Tak Central Prison were Sex
aspect, Education aspect, Status aspect, Occupation aspect, Family size aspect, Family
pressure aspect, Law aspects and Responsibility aspect.

2. The quantity research found that ; The minor distributors found that the
reason of distributing narcotics were being poor, need a new home which some informant

said that after being released they continue to distribute narcotics because have no options in



earning their livings while others claimed that they will not get involve with narcotics again
because thal wanted to reform themselves,

The major distributors found that the reason of distributing narcotics were being
influenced by friends, not enough income, high ambition while all informants claimed that
they will not get involve with narcotics again because they are afraid of being imprisonment.

The narcotic traffickers found that the reason of distributing narcotics were ;
needed money to support their family, having poor economic which all informants claimed
that they will not get involve with narcotics again because they are tired of being
imprisonment.

In order to intercept narcotics imported in to Thailand by North hill tribes were :
Should appoint job creativity community leaders in the community or in the village and
should have instructing programs about damage and penalty of narcotics for teenagers and the
state should provide education supports and the state must provide support for the agriculture
part,

3. Suggestions and narcotics interception method fo intercept narcotics from
entering Thailand by North hill tribes found that 1) Should provide career support for North
hill tribes. 2} Should provide education. 3) Should have more custom barriers especially the
border’s area. 4) The patrol checking should be more strict. 5) Knowledge about Iaw should
be provide. 6) State officers should give knowledge about damage and penalty of narcotics.
7) Should give information about corruption officers. 8) Should suppress the influences
around the borders. 9) Should promote the Sufficiency Economic Concept for North hil

tribes. 10) Help the addicted to quit. 11) Should give information to state officers.
