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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the level of the factors that affect the educational guality
assurance execution, the level of educational quality assurance execution, and the relationship
between administrative factors and the educational quality assurance execution. The sample
comprised administrators, teachers and educational personnel, totally 340 persons, obtained
through multi-stage sampling. The research instrument was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire
with the index of item-objective congruence ranging from 0.670 to 1.00, the discrimination power
ranging from 0.430 to 0.859, and the total reliability of 0.980, The statistics used were percentage,

mean, standard deviation, and Pearson Correlation.
The results are as foliows:

1. The level of the factors that affect the educational quality assurance execution, on
the whole and by aspect, was in the high level.

2. The level of educational quality assurance execution, on the whole and by aspect,
was in the high level,

3. The correlation coefficient of the administrative factors and the educational
quality assurance execution ranged from 0,52 to 0.714. There was a positive relationship on

every aspect with statistical significance at the 0.010 level.
