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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research was to identify levels and factors affecting the
expectations of welfare of the disabled in Thakho Subdistrict Administration Organizative,
Mueang District, Nakhon Phanom Province and to find some useful suggestions of the
welfare of the disabled. The samples were one hundred and eighteen disabled people in
Thakho Subdistrict Administration Organizative, Mueang District, Nakhon Phanom Province.
The instrument was a questionnaire with .96 reliability index. The statistics used were
frequency , percentage , mean , standard deviation , and multiple linear regression analysis

with .05 levels of statistical significance.
The results of the study were as follows;

1. The finding showed that the average levels of the expectations of welfare of
the disabled in Thakho Subdistrict Administration Organizative was high. Seven high-levels-
expectations of the welfare were disabled allowance , physical recovery, education , good
accommodation , professional development , participation , assistance and getting
information respectively.

2. The finding indicated that the factors significantly affected the expectations

of services for the disabled at the .05 level. The index of muliiple correlation coefficient for




only one factor, gender of the respondents was .836. The index indicated that the variance of
dependent variable was 69.90%.

3. In conclusion, the research suggests that the health check should be yearly
provided to the disabled. Knowledge of health care of the disabled should be improved.
Professional development project and funds should be provided to the disabled. There should
be a business center available for the products of the disabled. The social activities such as
sports activities should be organized for them, Disabled housing should be regularly

renovated,
