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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to 1) study conditions of students’ discipline problems of Ban Neng
Choomsaeng School, 2) determine techniques, directions and guidelines for developing discipline
in students of Ban Nong Choomsaeng School, and 3) study the results of developing discipline in
students of Ban Nong Choomsaeng School. The study was conducted by using an action research,
in which participants and informants participated in brainstorming discussion to screen subjects
for the target group, which consisted of 54 students of Ban Nong Choomsaeng School. Data were
collected by using records of model students and evaluation forms. The statistics used in data
analysis were mean and standard deviation

Findings of the study are as follows:

1. The students' discipline problems at Ban Nong Choomsaeng School are classified
in § behavioral aspects: 1) dressing style, 2) punctuality, 3} work assighment, 4) cleantiness, and 5)
participation in school activities.

2. Regarding techniques, directions and guidelines for developing discipline in the
students, the following activities are suggested to improve the students' discipline: the proper
public-service activity for the homeland, the behavioral modification clinic, the home visit activity ,
and village teacher activity

3. The results of developing discipline in the students of Ban Nong Choomsaeng
School through these activities are as follows:

3.1 The students who participated in proper public service for the homeland could

adjust their behavior according to school rules and regulations: 14 students of the target group were
