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ABSTRACT

The purpose of the research was to survey and compare the average level of public
participation in the Village and Urban Community Funds Management in Lerngcharn
Sub-District, Mueang District, Maha Sarakham Province regarding gender, age, educational
background, occupation, and income and to find some useful suggestions for the fund
management. The samples were three hundred and twenty six members of the community
funds in Lerngcharn Sub-District, Mueang District, Maha Sarakham Province, YAMANE
method was employed to calculate the sample size, and they were sclected by simple random
sampling. The instrument was a questionnaire with .88 reliability index. The statistics used
were frequency, mean, standard deviation t-test (Independent Samples) and F-test (One Way

ANOVA) with .05 level of statistical significance and I.cast Significant Difference (LSD).
Results of the research were as follows;

L. The finding showed that the average level of public participation in the
Village and Urban Community FundsManagement areas was high. Four high-level
participations were following up, operation, decision making and public benefits respectively,

2, The finding indicated that the participation of people in managing the funds
regarding their genders, ages, occupations, educational backgrounds and incomes was not

significantly different at the .05 level.



3. The useful suggests about the Village and Urban Community Funds
Management found that; give an opportunity for members to participate in approving loans to
suit the proposed project, to plan for solving the management problems, to opinion to solve
problems or comments regarding the funds, in form the date of meeting before participating
to suggest about the management approach, all member should be receive the right for the
emergency loans, activities for members to receive training/seminars/Leam increasingly, the
members should have an opportunity to jointly examine the purpose of the loan lender, and

organizing the locals seminar for monitoring the fund projects.
