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ABSTRACT

The rescarch aimed to study the level of practice, compare the level and study the
operational strategies in building relationship between the school and the community of the
schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration Organization. The research was divided into
2 phases. Phase [ dealt with the study of the level of practice. The sample comprised
administrators, teachers, and educational institution commitiee members, totally 334 persons.
The sample size was determined according to the Krejeie and Morgan table, and the sample
was obtained through stratified random sampling basing on the status of the personnel. The
instrument was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the discriminating power ranging
from 0.28 to 0.70, and the total reliability of 0.94. The analysis of data employed a ready-
made computer program to find frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
hypothesis testing employed F-test (one-way ANOVA) and t-test (independent samples).
Phase 2 dealt with the study of the operational strategies. The target group consisted of
6 educational institution administrators. The instrument was a structured interview form,

The analysis of data employed interpretation and making conclusion.
The results revealed the following:

1. The level of practice in the operation of building relationship between the

school and the community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration



Organization, on the whole, was in the high level. Ranked in descending order according to
the value of the mean, the top 3 aspecis are: the aspect of the work of the basic education
institution committee; the aspect of public relations; and the aspect of enhancing the
relationship between the school and the community and other organizations.

2. The administrators, the teachers, and the educational institution commitiee
members who had a different status had a difference in the level of practice in building
relationship between the school and the community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial
Administration Organization; however, the difference of school size did not make any
difference in the level of practice.

3. The operational strategies in building relationship between the school and the
community of the schools under Kalasin Provincial Administration Organization were
prioritized as follows:

3.1 Imparting of knowledge to the community should be promoted by
providing trainers to impart knowledge of occupations for people to use in the future when
they take up an occupation. Participate in the school activities concerning community service.

3.2 Establishment of an organization to coordinate the work between the
community and the school should be supported. The organization is to support school
activities to achieve their objectives.

3.3 Collaboration among the school, leaders, and parents in the community
should be promoted. The school should be promoted to be the data center for exchanging of
opinions to support administration efficiently.

3.4 Appointment of the committee which is responsible for reporting the
results of development and promoting the relationship between the school and the community
and carrying out various developmental jobs should be supported.

3.5 Leaders and concerned persons should be invited to participate in various
school activities, to join the school to establish an organization to take charge of
development. The school must arrange for time to collaborate with the community leaders

and they should be informed about guidelines of development in various activities.



3.6 Promote public relations by holding a meeting for parents and concerned
persons to disseminate and publicize school activities efficiently, in a large scale, and

continuously.
