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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were fo study the level and compare of public opinion
toward imposition of administrative organization in Borabu district, Maha Sarakham Province
classified by personal factors and study suggestions of public opinion toward imposition of
administrative organization in Borabu district, Maha Sarakham service. The sample were 390
residents who has the imposition of administrative organization in Borabu district, Maha Saralkham
Province determination of sample size using the formula Yamane and selected through convenient
sampling. The instrument used was rating scale questionnaire, reliability was .96. The statistics
applied were frequency, mean, percentage, standard deviation and one-way analysis of variance
(One - Way ANOVA) and mean compatison with LSD (Least Significant Difference).

The finding showed :

1. The opinion levels of public imposition of administrative organization in Borabu
district, Maha Sarakham Province were at moderate level, considering it was Tound that at a high
levels in 2 sides as the costs of taxation and the method of tax collection and at a moderate level in
2 sides as the property tax levy and the regulations / laws about taxes.

2. The comparison of public imposition of administrative organization in Borabu
district, Maha Sarakham Province classify by personal factors in total no different.

3. The suggestions of public imposition of administrative organization in Borabu
district, Maha Sarakham Province should include the materials used to perform the work adequately,
a storage unit to service, the officials should take charge of collecting and saving, the offices should
provide an impressive atmosphere and always to clean livable, documentation should be organized,

do not have to wait long when searching ,general should have toilet facilities, should release the



tax payment to cover all villages, should be assessed fairly, law enforcement about imposing on
everyone equally, should be knowledgeable about the law for let people know, should be provided
equally to all citizens, should be resilient to the cuirent economic conditions and should find a way

of imposing and attractive.
