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ABSTRACT

The 6b'jectives of this research were to study the participation level, compare the
participation, study in opinion and suggestions of people on local development of Chatoraphak
Phiman Sub-district Municipality, Chaturaphak Phiman District, Roi-et Province. Subjects of this
research were 310 heads of family or members of family who were over 18 years old and lived in
Chaturaphak Phiman sub-district municipality in 2013, selected through quota sampling and

“accidental sampling. The instrument used in the research was a five rating scale questionnaire
with 0.95 of reliability. The statistics used for analyzing data were frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, t-test (Independent samples), One-way ANOVA with the testing significant
difference at the .05 level and multiple comparison test (1..S.D. : Least significant difference).

The opinion and suggestions were analyzed by frequency distribution and description.

The results of the research were as follows ;

1. The overall of participation level of people on local development was of a
moderate level. Considering each aspect, a high level was shown in 2 aspects difference from
high to low: participation in development initiatives and development planning, Regarding the
three aspects, they were shown at a moderate level difference from high to low: development
operation, receiving benefits and development evaluation.

2. The overall participation of people on the local development in sub-district
municipality classified by gender was not significant difference at .05 level. When classified by 4
occupations: agriculture or employee, merchandiser or private business, private officer or

employee, and government or state enterprise officer were significant difference at .05 level as a



whole and an individual. When classified by different residents, it was shown the significant
‘difference at .05 level.

3. The subjects also suggested that 1) people should participate in seeking out
problems, causing of problems, setting up problemns, and setting up community needs from people
not only the leaders, 2) people should participate in the priority needs to develop not only the
municipal officers, 3) people should receive the benefits from various projects development in all
groups, occupations, genders and ages. The people should be affected the least of situations, and
4) people shiould have an opportunity to evaluate, investi gale the expenditure of budget and

criticize the local development to accomplish objectives obviously and transparently.
