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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the current state problems of the
public mind process of Students and develop the Public Mind of Prathomsuksa 4-6 students
in Phonsimanukro School, Kalasin Primary Educational Service Area Office 2
by using action research. The research was divided into two phases. The first phase was to
study the current state problems of the public mind process and the second phase was to
develop the public mind process of Prathomsuksa 4-6 students. The co-researchers and
informants consisted of one school administrator, six teachers, four education commi(lee,
totally twelve persons. The target group was eighty-two Prathomsuksa 4-6 students. The
instruments used in the research were a behavior evaluation form, an interview form, a focus
group discussion form, and an evaluation form, The statistics used for analyzing data were

mean, and standard deviation.,
The results of this research were as follows:

1. The overall of students’ behavior had problems refated to the public mind
process in 3 aspectsz' responsibility for learning, responsibility for school, responsibility for
family and responsibility for society. The causes of these problems were that most teachers
had duties other than teaching so they could not continually arrange some activitics for the
students. The students had no disciplinary action to perform as responsible students. These

problems should be reformed and developed to be better.



2. The results of the developed activities arrangement revealed that all four

aspects were at a higher score (before training i = 2.17 and after training § =4.00)
