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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the independent study were to survey the opinions of the
community committee members towards the administration based on the authority of
Phochai Sub-District Administrative Organization, Waphee Prathum District, Maha
Sarakham Province, fo compare the opinions of the members regarding village size, and to
find some useful suggestions for the administration. The target population was one hundred
and twenty members of the community committee from twelve villages in Phochai Sub-
District Administrative Organization, Waphee Prathum District, Maha Sarakham Province.
The instrument was a questionnaire with .27-.75 discrimination indices and .95 reliability
index. The data were analyzed by the computer program, The statistics used were percentage,

mean, and standard deviation.

Results of the research were as follows:

1. The findings showed that the average level of the opinions of the
members towards the administration based on the authority was moderate ({1=3.50; G =
0.59). Three high rated areas of the administration were land maintenance (1 =3.84; G =
0.6), infectious disease prevention (LL =3.76 ; O = 0.65), cultural and traditional
conservation. Four moderate rated areas of the administration were natural resource

preservation (L =3.49; O = 0.83), religious and cultural promotion (LL =3.37 ; 0= 0.80),



release and protection of public hazard (L =3.24; G =0.79), and clean road and public
areas (Ml =2.92; G = 1.10).

2. The findings indicated that the opinion of the members towards two
issues of the administration regarding the different villages was different. Whereas, the
opinion of the members towards six issues of the administration regarding the different
villages was not different.

3. In conclusion, the study suggests that there should a garbage bin and a
garbage truck available in the villages. There should be a drain system in the villages, The
roads should be regularly maintained and cleaned. There should he a public car available for
people in the villages. Handicraft skills should be transferred to people in community. The
electric light should be available in the villages. There should be sufficient good roads in
sub-district administrative organization. There should be recreation areas, and there should
be a rescue car in the villages. New occupation should be promoted to people after the
harvest. Professional knowledge and skills of people in community should be developed.

There should be a security system at night in the villages.
