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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were to study opinions of people towards the social
welfare services of Prathat Pangpuan Sub-District Administrative Organization, Muang District,
Nong Khai Province, to compare the opinions of people towards the social welfare services, and
fo find suggestions for the social welfare services. The samples were three hundred and eighty
two people who were over seventeen years old and had a right in voting in Prathat Pangpuan Sub-
District Administrative Organization. They were selected by stratified random sampling and
simple random sampling, The instrument was a questionnaire with .94 reliability index. The
statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t — test {Independent Samples) and

F—test (One— way ANOVA)
Results of the research were as follows ;

1. The finding showed that  the average level of the opinion of people towards the
social welfare services was high. Three high levels of the social welfare services were education,
public health and housing.
| 2. The finding showed that the opinions of people towards the social welfare services
regarding different genders, ages, educational backgrounds, occupations and incomes was significantly

different at the .05 level,



3. Regarding suggestions, they are concluded that the sub-district administrative
organization should support learning activities for the child development center, Health of people
in community should be checked by public health offers two times a year. First aids training
should be regularly organized for community volunteers by public health officers. Legal services
for public land issues should be provided to people community by lawyers of the sub-district
administrative organization. There should be public area for recreation of people in community.
In addition, modern teaching materials should be provided to students in commurity for

educational purposes.
