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ABSTRACT

This researchaims to 1) study the factors that influence to aggressive
behavior for Matthayom Sueksad students in Buengkan province, and 2) develop
and validate model of factors that influence toaggressive behavior for
Matthayom Sueksa 4 students in Buengkan province. The sample to was 302
Matthayom Sueksa 4 students in Buengkan province, by proportional stratified
random sampling..The research instrument was a inventory with 5 parts of
questionnaire in : aggressive behavior, rearing,teacher’s behavior, emotional
quotient and attitude toword aggressive behavior, which discrimination indices :
A82- 665, .399-.686, .437-.686,.422 -.665 tay .464-.665 respectively, and the
reliabilities equal to 882, .778,.790, .813 and .650 respectively. And using
structural eguation modeling (SEM) with latent variables for data analysis.

Research findings can be concluded as follows :

1. The factors that influence to ageressive behavior for Matthayom
Sueksa 4 students in Buengkan province were rearing, teacher’s behaviors,
emotional quotient, and attitude towards aggressive behavior.

2. Model of facfors that influence to aggressive behavior for Matthayom

Sueksa 4 students in Bungkan province fitted to empirical data by ZZ = 75.52, df
=39 ,Zz/ df= 1.93 ,GF1=0.98 , AGFI= 0.94 , RMR=0.015 ,andRMSEA = 0.042 The

factors that directly influence to aggressive behavior was attitude toward
aggressive behavior, and the factors that directly and indirectly influenceto

aggressive behavior were rearing, teacher’s behavior, and emotional quotient.
