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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the state, problems and needs for the
student disciplinary enhancement process in Bantonwittayakan School, Kalasin
Office of Primary Education Service Area 1; 2) develop the student disciplinary
enhancement process in Bantonwittayakan School, Kalasin Office of Primary
Education Service Area 1 by using the Deming’s action research process. The
research group consisted of the administrator and teachers, totally 13 persons.
The variables under study were 3 aspects of discipline: keeping body cleanliness,
dressing, punctuality, and littering. The strategies used were the focus group, the
workshop, student disciplinary development, and supervision and following-up.
The instruments used comprised a focus group record, an observation form, an
nterview form, and an evaluation form. The analysis of the quantitative data was
to find the percentage, mean, and standard deviation; the analysis of the

qualitative data employed a content analysis.
The results are as follows:

1. The study of the state of disciplinary behaviors before the
development revealed inappropriate behaviors on the aspects of keeping body
cleanliness, dressing, punctuality, and littering. These were due to the lack of
good conscience in dressing, in responsibility, and in keeping body cleanliness.
Certain students repeatedly had imitation behaviors according to the fad and
they ought to be improved and developed so they could progress to a better
level.

2. The researcher and the co-researchers carried out the
development by using the strategies of workshop, disciplinary development, and



following-up. The developmental activity was building relationship among the
community, homes, the school, and activities. The results of the development
revealed that the students became better disciplined. This could be seen from
their attempt to arrive in time for the flag-post activities, finishing activities
properly and in time, handing in assignments in time, keeping body clean,
keeping the classroom clean, proper litter discarding, keeping the school grounds
clean, dressing properly according to the school code, not wearing ornaments
prohibited, using only cosmetics allowed by the school, having the school initials
embroidered on the shirt or blouse as set, and keeping the hairstyle according to
the school code.
