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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to study the readiness, compare the readiness of the educational
institutions for organizing learing for entering the ASEAN Economic Community of
the private schools in Maha Sarakham Province, and study recommendations related to
the readiness preparation. The sample comprised school adninistrators and teachers of
the private schools in Maha Sarakham Province, of whom 260 were treated quantitatively and
15 qualitatively with an interview. The sample size was determined according to Yamane’s
formula and the sample was obtained through stratified random sampling. The instrument for _
the collection of the quantitative data was a questionnaire with the discrimination power
ranging from .22 to .86 and the total reliability of .93. The statistics employed in the analysis
of data consisted of frequency, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way analysis of

variance (one-way ANOVA). The analysis of qualitative data employed descriptive analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The readiness for organizing learning for entering the ASEAN Economic
Community of the private schools in Maha Sarakham Province, on the whole, was in the
moderate level, When considered by aspect, three aspects were in the moderate level, Ranked
in descending order according to the value of the mean, the aspects were: administration,
organization of instruction, and community relations activities, respectively. And one aspect

was in the low level. That was the aspect of promoting activities in the school,



2. The result of the comparison of readiness of educational institutions for
organizing learning for entering the ASEAN Economic Community of the private schools in
Maha Sarakham Province, classified by the status and the size of the school revealed no
difference both on the whole and by aspect.

3. The recommendations are as follows:

3.1 On the aspect of administration, the educational institution should
develop teachers so that they are capable of organizing foreign language learning. Also,
policy and budget should be given for the execution of the educational institution and
personnel in order to be prepared for entering the ASEAN Economic Community.

3.2 On the aspect of organizing instruction, the educational institution
should sufficiently provide documents, textbooks, books, and other related materials for the
needs, and they should be up to date. In addition, there should be promotion and development
of skills of English as a second language for the students.

3.3 Onthe aspect of promoting activities in the school, activities for
exchanging of learning experience should be organized, possibly in learning innovations or
new activities, together with the ASEAN network. Students’ potentials should also be
developed in order that they are well-prepared with education and knowledge of the ASEAN,

3.4 On the aspect of community relations activities, the educational
institution should provide opportunities for parents in the community to take part in
organizing education, and should coordinate with the private sector for the collaboration in
preparing learning sources for developing the students for enteting the ASEAN Economic

Community.
