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ABSTRACT

The present study aims to: study experience management condition of early childhood
teachers of Child Care Centers under Local Administration Organization in Roi Et Province; and
study suggestions ways of developing experience management of early childhood teachers of
Child Care Centers under Local Administration Organization in Roi Et Province. The sample
consisted of 215 Heads of Child Care Centers and 282 teachers who take care of children at the
Child Care Centers. The research instrument used for data collection was a questionnaire with a

reliability of 0.93. The data were analyzed using percentage, mean, and standard deviation.
The results of the study revealed as follows:

1. The experience management conditions of early childhood teachers of the Child
Care Centers under Local Administration Organization in Roi Et Province, as a whole, were
found at a high level. The conditions of experience management of early childhood, as in aspect,
ranging from highest to lowest mean scores were the principles of experience management, ways
of expetience management, and daily activity management, respectively.

2. Ways of developing experience management of early childhood teachers of the
Child Care Centers under Local Administration Organization in Roi Et Province should be done
for children in forms of integrated activities through learning by playing with specific purposes,
without condensed texts of primary school (or Prathom Sueksa) students. In order for appropriate
experience management for young children, early childhood teachers have to understand young

children’s ways of appropriate learning, promote experience and nature of learning, support them




to develop the creative thinking, emotion and feelings, and look at things around them beautifully.
Experience management for young children could be done through arts, making them use

movement in imaginative rhythm as well as free invention based on their imagination.
