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Abstract

The research aimed to study and compare the level of participation in educational
administration in educational institutions of different sizes, on the whole and by aspect, and
study recommendations on participation in educational administration of the basic education
institution committecs under Roi Et Office of Primary Education Service Area 3. The sample
comprised 322 basic education institution committee members, The instrument used in the
collection of data was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire containing 40 questions and with
the total reliability of .917. The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program to
find percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The hypothesis testing employed t-test
(independent samples).

The findings are as follows:

1. The level of participation in educational administration, on the whole, was in
the high level. When considered by aspect, participation on every aspect was in the high
level. Ranked in descending order according to the value of the mean, the aspects are: general
administration, academic administration, budget administration and personnel administration.

2. The comparison of the level of participation in educational administration in
educational institntions of different sizes, on the whole and by aspect, revealed a difference
with statistical significance at the .01 level. The basic education institution committee
members in the large educational institutions had more participation than those in the small

ones.



3. The basic education institution committee members recommended the
following for development of participation in educational administration of the commiitees.
1) On the academic administration, ranked in descending order according to frequency, the
top 3 recommendations are: the committee should take part in making the school-based
curriculum; the committee should take part in academic activities of the educational
institution; and the committee should take part in making the comununity-based curriculum,
respectively.2) On the budget administration, the top 3 recommendations are: the committee
should have an opporfunity to endorse the budget allocation; the committee should have an
opportunity to take part in inspecting the expenditure; and capital and budget management
should be promoted and supported, respectively.3) On the personnel administration, the top 3
recommendations are: committee members should be invited to be local resource persons; the
committee should have a part in considering the transfer of personnel; and the commitice
should have a part in promotion and development of quality of the personnel in the
educational institution, respectively. 4) On the aspect of general administration, the top 3
recommendations are ; the committee should have a part in general execution of the
educational institution; the communifty should be promoted to have a part in general
execution of the educational institution; and the committee should have a part in looking after

students behavior, respectively.
