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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were 1) to identify factors that indicate the Learning
Organization of Schools in the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 27 2) to
determine the validity of the mode] factors that indicate the Learning Organization of Schools in
the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 27 with the empirical data using threshold
(1) the average is greater than or equal to 3.00 and the coefficient is less than or equal to 20
percents (2), the Chi-square. (Chi Square: y2) There was no statistically significant with a
probability or P - value higher than 0.05 or xz /df is less than 5 (3), the fit index (Goodness
of Fit Index: GFI) and the index level of integration is modified (Adjust Goodness of Fit Index:
AGFT), with values ranging from 0.90 - 1.00, and (4) the RMSEA was lower than 0.05, and (3)
the weight factor (Factor Loading) of the main factors was greater than or equal to 0.70 and sub-
factors and indicators greater than or equal to 0.30 and statistically significant. The population in
this study consisted of 2,746 teachers and administrators who perform regularly in schools under
the Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 27. The sample groups were 420 people
with a Stratified Random Sampling and a Simple random sampling. The research instruments
were divided info two sections: 1) general questionnaires 2) 5-level rating scale (Rating Scale)
questionnaires on the classify content of the Learning Organization of Schools in the Office of
the Secondary Educational Service Arca 27 based on key factors and sub-factors were 67 items

with the discrimination between 0.20 to 0.72, and the reliability was 0.94



The research findings were as follow:

1. Factors that indicated to the Learning Organization of Schools in the Office of
the Secondary Educational Service Area 27, the average , the standard deviation and the
coefficient showed the suitability of main factors , sub-factors and iﬁdicators of Schools in the
Office of the Secondary Educational Service Area 27 compared with the average greater than or
equal to 3.00 and the coefficient less than or equal to 20 percents. There were 5 main factors,
transformational Leadership, Knowledge Management, Cultural Organization, Strategic
Management, and Information Technology. The mean was 4.27, 4.09, 4,04, 4.12 and 4.07
respectively, and the diffusion coefficient was 15.80, 16.91, 16.64, 16.93, and 17.07 respectively.

2. Analysis to test the consistency of the model of the Office of the Secondary
Educational Service Area 27 with empirical data showed that the models were fit witﬁ the
empirical data. And the weight of the 59 indicators, each indicator was a positive factor which
exceeded a certain threshold was 0.30 and statistically significant at the .01 and the results of the
second confirmatory factor analysis indicated of indicators {o the Office of the Secondary
Educational Service Area 27 showed that the models were fit with the empirical data. The weight
factor indicators of four primary factors were positive greater than or equal to 0.70 and
statistically significant at the .01. The weight factor of main factors of organizational culture
was equal to 0.07, which was lower than 0.70 and not statistically significant. The main factors,
sub-factors and indicators of Cultural Organization was not an indicator of the Office of the

Secondary Educational Service Area 27.
