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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research were to: 1) develop a model for evaluation of desirable
characteristics on self-discipline of the primary education grade VI students in the school under
Roi Et primary education sérvice area office 1 and 2) conclude an opinion of teachers about
appropriateness and feasibility of a model for evaluation of desirable characteristics on self-
discipline of the primary education grade VI students in the school under Roi Et primary
education service area office 1.

The research sample to used for development a model for evaluation of desirable
characteristics on self-discipline of the primary education grade VI students in the school under
Roi Et primary education service area office 1by purposive sampling include : the 1"group,

3 experts to be interviewed and use the data to synthesize and the Z“dgroup, another 18 experts to
answer on questionnaire by Delphi Technic and by simple random sampling include 105 grade VI
teachers to be asked to opinion about appropriateness and feasibility of the model for evaluation
of desirable characteristics on self-discipline of the primary education grade VI students in the
school under Roi Et primary education service arca office 1.

The result showed that 10 primary indicators (32 secondary indicators) were
appropriate and feasibility for evaluation of desirable characteristics on self-discipline of the
primary education grade VI students in the school under Roi Bt primary education service area
office lincluding:the 1" primary indicator “Accept to laws rules and regulations” had 4 secondary

indicators, the 2™ primary indicator “Punctuality” had 4 secondary indicators, the 3° primary



indicator “Work job with all one’s ability” had 2 secondary indicators, the 4" primary indicator
“Intend to complete the job under your responsibility” had 3 secondary indicators, the 5" primary
indicator “Plan and prepare for working” had 4 secondary indicators, the 6" primary indicator
“Improve and develop a work plan always” had 2 secondary indicators, the 7" pritmary indicator
“Plan for daily activities and follow the plan step by step attentively’ had S secondary indicators,
the 8" primary indicator “Respond to the impact of self-activity” had 2 secondary indicators, the
o™ primary indicator “Never infringe on other person freedom” had 1 secondary indicator and the
10" primary indicator” Put yourself in somebody else’s shoes” had § secondary indicators, And
found that all primary education grade VI teachers in the school under Roi Et primary education
service area office 1 agreed with a criterion for evaluation of desirable characteristics on self-

discipline of all32 secondary indicators of 10 primary indicators.
