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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study school-based curriculum administration
according to the opinions of the educational institution administrators and
teachers under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 1;

2) compare the levels of the school-based curriculum administration in the
schools under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 1
according to the opinions of the educational institution administrators and
teachers, classified by status and the size of the educational institution; and 3)
study approaches to development of school-based curriculum administration in
the schools under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 1.
The research was divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 was the study of problems of
the school-based curriculum administration according to the opinions of the
educational institution administrators and teachers under Maha Sarakham Office
of Primary Education Service Area 1. The sample consisted of 462 educational
institution administrators and teachers, obtained through stratified random
sampling. The instrument used was a 5-level rating scate questionnaire with the
index of item-objective congruence ranging from 0.67 to 1.00, the discrimination
power ranging from 0.37 to 0.76, and the total reliability of 0.98. The analysis

of data emptoyed frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The
hypothesis testing employed t-test and F-test. Phase 2 was the study of
approaches to development of school-based curriculum administration. The
target group comprised 10 academics, educational institution administrators and
teachers, purposively selected. The instrument was an interview form. The data
were treated with content analysis.



The results are as follows:

1. The problems of the school-based curriculum administration
according to the opinions of the educational institution administrators and
teachers under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 1,
the whole, were in the moderate level. The problems were on the aspects of
school-based curriculum implementation, planning and preparation for the
school-based curricutum implementation, and readiness preparation of the
educational institution.

2. The comparison of the levels of the school-based curriculum
administration in the schools revealed that the personnel with a different status
and working in an educational institution of a different size had a difference in
their opinions on the level of the school-based curriculum administration in the
schools under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 1, with
statistical significance at the 0.05 level.

3. The recommendations for development of the school-based
curricutum administration are: 1) on the aspect of readiness preparation of the
educational institution, workshops for the administrator and all of the teachers
should be organized in order to prepare readiness and build cognizance of the
Basic Education Curriculum; 2) on the aspect of making the school-based
curriculum strands, there should be a well-planned meetings to construct the
curriculum with proper steps: studyine the core curriculum; setting the
philosophy, visions, mission, and developing the school-based curriculum in
congruence with the core curriculum; 3) on the aspect of planning and
preparation for implementation of the schoot-based curriculum, there should be
planning and execution of personnel administration, and promotion of
personnel’s work efficiency; 4) on the aspect of the school-based curriculum
implementation, student developing activities should be organized to respond to
the needs and potentiality of students before implementation; problematic parts
shoutd be corrected; 5) on the aspect of supervision, direction, fotlow up, and
evaluation of the school-based curriculum, the administrator should promote
supervision, direction, follow up, and evaluation of the school-based curriculurn;
6) on the aspect of operational conclusion, there should be a report on the
operational conclusion of the educational institution by providing opportunities
for concerned persons to take part; and 7) on the aspect of improvement and
development of the school-based curricutum, the educational institution should



hold a meeting to appoint a committee. The community should be invited to
take part.
