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Abstract

The research aimed to: 1) siudy the state of the public mind aspect of characteristics
of the students of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University; 2) compare the public mind aspect of
characteristics of the students of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University, classified by faculty
and yearly class; 3) study ways to develop the public mind aspect of characteristics of the
students of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University. The sample comprised 377 students of
Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University from all of the 7 faculties and 4 yearly classes in the 3"
semester of the academic year 2013. The instruments used in the data collection consisted of
a questionnaire inquiring about the public mind aspect of characteristics of the students of
Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University with the total reliability of 0.95, and an interview form
asking about ways to develop the public mind aspect of characteristics of the students of

Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University.

The results are as follows:

1. The study of the state of the public mind aspect of characteristics of the
students of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University revealed that, on the whole, it was in the
high level. When considered by item, it was found that the items with the highest mean were:
obeying the parents, having a good relationship with the family members, and have been
taught to have religious virtues and ethics by the parents; meanwhile, the items with the

lowest mean were: having the ability to control one’s own evil desires, always be able to keep



one’s own temperament in a good condition, and highly confident in doing good for the
whole.

2. The comparison of the public mind aspect of characteristics of the students of
Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University, when classified by faculty revealed that, on the whole,
there was a difference(sig = .000), and when classified by yearly class revealed that, on the
whole, there was a difference (sig = .036).

3. The study of ways to develop the public mind aspect of characteristics of the
students of Rajabhat Maha Sarakham University revealed the following recommendations:
students should be allowed to organize activities, projects, training, seminars, dialogues,
learning camps, rehabilitation camps, voluntary camps, and training and seminar activities
involving virtues and ethics and public service regularly; activities in which students and
parents participate should be organized in the university; attempts should be made to help
students to realize the importance of the public mind; activities should be fun and useful for
the society and the students should take part in carrying out the activities together with
others; content relating to problems encountered should be inserted in the curriculum and
instruction; more emphasis should be put on practice; and persons with outstanding public

mind should be honored regularly.
