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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to study and to compare the work performance under
the strategy development of Buadeang Sub-district Administration Organization, Pathumrat
District, Roi-et Province as the opinion of the people towards, including their suggestion. This
classified by their inhabitant villages. The samples were 264 village representatives from
each family in the area of Buadeang Sub-district Administration Organization selected
through simple random sampling technique. The instrument used in collecting data was a
five rating scale questionnaire with .92 level of reliability value. The statistics used were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and One Way ANOVA with the statistic

significance at .05 level.
The results of the study were as follows;

1. The overall of the opinion of the people towards the work performance
under the strategy development of Buadeang Sub-district Administration Organization,
Pathumrat District, Roi-et Province was rated at high level. Considered by each aspect, all
aspects were rated at high level; the education, religion and culture (X= 3.74,8.D.=0.73)
the politic and administration (K=3.68, S.D. = 0.82) the infrastructure (X = 3. 66, S.D. = 0.95)
the reservation of natural resource and environment (X=3.60, S.D.=0.89) the economic

(X=3.57,8.D.=0.88) and the public health (X = 3.54, S.D. = 0.84) respectively.



2. The comparison of the work performance under the strategy development
of Buadeang Sub-district Administration Organization, Pathumrat District, Roi-et Province
as the opinion of the people classified by their villages by overall and all aspects was
different by the statistic significant at .05 level.

3. The highest frequency suggestions of the samples from each aspect were as
follows; the lighting service should be covered especially in the crossroads, the market for
agricultural products should be constructed, the education allowance for the students should
be provided up to bachelor degree, the people should be promoted for their exercising,
The forest planting should be covered the area and the people should be informed the official

information by the cooperation of the head of the sub-district and the heads of the villages,
