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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were to investigate learning management in
preparation for ASEAN of the schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service
Area 21, to compare the learning management in preparation for ASEAN of the schools
regarding size of the schools, and to find some uséful suggestions for the preparation based
on the conceptual framework and the strategies for ASEAN educational administration of the
Basic Education Commission. The conceptual framework and the strategies consisted of three
indicators: the quality of students, teachers and administrators, The samples were two
hundred and eighty éight school personnel, consisting of teachers and administrators. They
were selected by the stratified random sampling technique, The instrument was a
questionnaire with a .95 reliability index. The statistics used were percentage, mean, standard

deviation and F-test.
Results of the research were as follows:

1. The findings showed that the average level of the learning management
of the schools under the Office of Secondary Educational Service Area 21 was high.

2. The findings also indicated that the average level of the learning
management of the small schools prepared the learning management for ASEAN better than

the medium and big schools at the .05 level of statistical significance.



3. In conclusion, the study suggests that the government should provide more
financial support for teaching materials and guest teachers. The teachers should organize
integrated learning activities of all learning strands for ASEAN, and the teachers should
improve their English competency. Lastly, the school administrators should consistently

support the learning management in preparation for ASEAN.
