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Abstract

The research had the objectives to: 1) study the development of a community-based
curricutum for right occupations for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance; and 2) try out and
evaluate the curriculum; 3) study the expansion of results of using the curriculum for right
occupations for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance. The research was divided into 3
phases. Phase 1 was the development of the curriculum which was divided into 2 steps. Step
1 was the study of the baseline data; the sample comprised 341 male farmers and 335 female
farmers, totally 676, from Tambon Nongno; the'sample size was determined according to the
Krejcie and Morgan table; the research instruments were 1) a survey form for the state of
problems and needs for development of a community-based curriculum for right occupations
for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance; and 2) an interview form. Step 2 was curriculum
drafting. Phase 2 was curriculum tryout and evaluation; the target group consisted of 34
farmers of Ban Gudkaen, Tambon Nongno, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province who
joined the project voluntarily. Phase 3 was the expansion of the results of using the
curriculum, the target group consisted of 10 farmers of Ban Hinlad, Tambon Waengnang,
Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province who joined the project voluntarily.

The research instruments used in Phase 2 and Phase 3 consisted of the curriculum, a
curricular supplementary, a test for egg laying chicken raising, an assessment form for

farmer’s self-reliance, and a satisfaction questionnaire. The statistics used in the analysis of



data comprised the mean, percentage, standard deviation and t-test (dependent samples).
The research results were presented with tables and descriptive analysis.
The results are as follows:

1. The results of the development of the community-based curriculum for right
occupations for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance revealed that on the whole the
curriculum had its suitability in the highest level. There were 10 curricular components, 8
learning units, the time for learning was 19 hours, and the right occupation content was on
raising egg laying chickens. The transmitting of knowledge employed the steps of the
“6 Paw.” -

2. The results of the tryout and evaluation of the curriculum revealed that :
2.1 the efficiency value could meet the preset criterion; 2.2 the result of the test on the
learning achievement of raising egg laying chickens of farmers of Ban Gudkaen after
learning was higher than before learning with statistical significance at the .05 level ;

2.3 the farmers of Ban Gudkaen had their self-reliance, on the whole, in the highest level, and
2.4 the satisfaction with learning using the community-based curriculum for right occupations
for enhancement of farmers® self-reliance, on the whole, was in the highest level.

3. The resuilts of the expansion of results of using the commuhity-based
curriculum for right occupations for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance are as follows:
3.1the efficiency value could meet the preset criterion; 3.2 the result of the test on the
learning achievement of raising egg laying chickens of the farmers of Ban Hinlad after
learning was higher than before learning with statistical significance at the .05 level ;
3.3 the farmers of Ban Hinlad had their self-reliance, on the whole, in the highest level,
and 3.4 the ‘satisfaction with Ieamiﬁg using the community-based curriculum for right

occupations for enhancement of farmers’ self-reliance, on the whole, was in the highest level.
