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Abstract

The research aimed to 1) study the interaction between groups of different ages
in cooperative learning in Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai District, Roi Et from past
to present; 2) study the cooperative learning process of different ages in the classroom; and
3) study the behaviors of people who had learned in the class of different ages. Samples were
groups of 30 people of different ages who were in Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai
District, Roi Et which comprised the children and youth group, the working-age group, and
the elderly group. The research site was Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai District,
Roi Et. Innovation driving areas were Ban Nong Ang, Ban Dok Rak and Ban Sai Thong in
Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai District, Roi Et, Mixed methodology was used, and
community-based research of The Thailand Research Fund was also applied to the study.
Data collection methods included local forum, focus group, small group discussion,
participative observation, interview, and in-depth interview. Data were analyzed by using
content analysis to discuss inductive phenomenon and present descriptive information.
The analysis was conducted both during and after data collection. Statistics used in the study

were mean and percentage.

The research results present as follows.
1. The interaction between people in the groups of different ages in
cooperative learning in Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai District, Roi Et was found that

in the past the people interacted with each other well. Their lifestyles were simple, as they



depended on each other, shared knowledge, and transferred wisdoms from generation to
generation, However, in the present people less interact with each other because they have so
high mental stress that the consideration to find out the fact to create choices decreases. It
influences them to choose the right choice more difficultly. Consequently, there were
problems such as skipping age, family’s trouble, and lower family relationships.

2) The cooperative learning process of different ages in the classroom in
Kamphaeng Sub-district, Kaset Wisai District, Roi Et consisted of 4 procedures: 1) studying
psychological stress, 2) determining the truth of tife, 3) brainstorming to create alternatives,
and 4) selecting the proper way. Consequently, there was the new learning process consisting
of: 1) questioning, 2) finding answers, 3) getting answers, and 4) bringing the obtained
answers fo create new questions for new knowledge. Then, that new obtained knowledge was
questioned again to find new answers, The learning process runs as a cycle. The gotten
information becomes knowledge, after that emerges wisdoms, This is the learning process
that all ages had learned together about wisdoms, food, and health based on the research
notion, “A class of different ages connects relationships and creates wisdoms for dependence
and sharing to better Thai society.” The new culture including dependence, sharing, and
generosity emerged. The new phenomena were children and youth can live naturally as their
grandparents do. They know how to gather wood and fire by using wood-burning stove, cook
Isan food, raise animals, grow vegetables, know local plants and herbs, eat their grown
vegetables, realize to share and depend, recognize their root and ancestors, be pound of good
culture, custom and tradition, and preserve community’s environment. The working-ages
had skills in their professions, and had supplementary jobs to increase income and decrease
payment. The elderly transmitted knowledge and valuable wisdoms to their children, and
learned latest technolo gy such as internet and mobile phone.

3) The behaviors of groups of people who had learned in the class of different
ages were found that the children and youth were the group that thirsts for knowledge and
learning. The working-ages were open to learning in order to better themselves. The elderly
willingly volunteered, shared, sacrificed, and gave. The happened behaviors were good,

valuable, and helpful to build up happiness for individuals, families, and the community,
