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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to develop happiness indicators of the students in
the small-size primary schools, and to test congruence of developed model with
the empirical data. The sample consisted of 920 students in the small-size
primary schools in the North East of Thailand, with multi - stage random simplineg.
The instrument used to collect research data was the 5 level rating Questionnaire
with the reliability of the original at .988 and the content validily between 0.60 -

1.00 and data were analyzed by a computer program.
The research results were as follows :

1. For the results of constructing the conceptual framework and
developing the happiness indicators of the students in the small-size primary
schools, it was found that there were 4 major factors and 99 indicators : 1) The
major factor in mental health with 22 indicators 2) The major factor in physical
health with 25 indicators 3) The major factor in emotion quotient with 24
indicators 4) The major factor in morality and ethics in with 28 indicators. It was
also found that the major factor with the highest loading standard was the major
factor in mental health (B = .99).

2. For the results of congruence testing of the model of the
relationship, structure, and the happiness indicators of the students in the small

size primary schools, it was found that the model was in congruence with the



empirical data : Chi - square = 67.096, p = 0.2193, CFI = 1.000, TLI = 0.999, SRMR
= 0.012 and RMSEA = 0.012 '
