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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were 10 © 1) study the state of problems and needs for
a curricutum for enhancerent of critical reading skill and Knowledge secking skill of
students; 2) develop a curriculum for enhancement of critical reading skill and Knowledge
secking skill of 15 students who study at Bangangkingkaeng school; 3) study the results of
implementation of the curriculum for enhancement of eritical reading skill and Knowledge
seeking skill of students from 32 students including 20 students who study in
Mathayomsuksa 2 at Ban Nonggungwandeepra- chasan school, 15 students from
RBandonkloinonyang school, and 17 students from Banloengtai school. The instraments used
in the investigation were the additional course curriculum for enhancement of critical reading
skiil and Knowledge seeking skill of studenis, a learning achievement test, a test for
students’characteristics in Knowledge seeking skill and a questionnaire for the students’
opinions towards the implementation of the curricutum. The data was analyzed by employing
basic statistics, the Wilcoxen Matched Pairs Signed-Ranks Test, and t-test (dependent
samples).

From the results, it was found that Thai teacher, students, and other concerned
persons totally required the development of the additional course curricufum for enhancement
of critical reading skill and Knowledge seeking skill of students, in a high level. This
additional course curricutum for Mathayom 2 students included principles, targets,

objectives, and structure, and provides 5 steps of learning management system call “Pedda



Model ” In the study, the quality of evaluation, setting the method of the evaluation, and
administration, were also assessed and found in the highest level, generally, and the quality of
the cﬁrriculum was 82.34/81.59, in accordion with the preset standard of 70/70. The finding
indicated that, in the post-test, the students had higher critical reading skill and characteristics
of Knowledge seeking skills than those in the pre-test with statistical singnificance at .01
level, and their opinions towards learning through the curriculum were found in the highest

level, in general.
