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ABSTRACT

Objectives of this research were aimed to : 1) study the grouping situation to perform
activities for benefits of Ban Nong Sanom’s local community of Tambon Kampn in
Phayakkhaphum Phisai district of Maha Sarakham province, 2) develop processes of
volunteer Buddhist spirit for local developments suitable for its comumnunity, 3) evaluate
behaviors of grouping members passing the processes of volunteers Buddhist Spirit,

The target purposive sampling groups were specifically selected out of community residents
endowing with characteristics of volunteer Buddhist spirit in its community, numbering 50
individuals, 27 males and 23 females. The research incorporated mixed methodologies and
applied Community — Base Research : CBR to Office of Research Support Fund. The
research instrument used for the study comprised: i) the observational form, ii) the in-depth
interview form, iii} the outline of questions for the focus group/s and iv) the outline of
questions for the community hearing forum.

Outcomes of the research summarized the following major findings:

1. Community residenis had to face states of changing situations and risk factors,
prompfing its community to have ethical and moral regression and loss of decent values of
Thais’ households. They had had less interrelation and very marginally performed activities

together. Household members lacked family warmth. Hospitality and generosity for sharing



belongings and food became less. Furthermore, they had different thoughts, devoid of
affection and unity. Accordingly, it was necessary to immunize community residents in is
community. Accordingly, groups of data informants mutually summed up to determine
characteristics of the community residents with Volunteer Buddhist spirit for local
developments to set the target groups and directions for driving the research with nine
headings based on the principle of Buddha-dharma as the pillar for leading their everyday

lives in its community,

2. The processes of volunteer Buddhist spirit for local developments suitable for its
community are the completion of two activities for raising awareness of responsibilities for
the communities and decent values of Thai households, 96% of target groups realized and
understood values of participation in activities useful for communities; they had readiness
and extended full cooperation. At the end of four activitics intended for having community
residents participate in activities useful for the community, 90% of the target groups
expressed their opinions that all four activities held for their participation made them have
closer relationship with community fellows, enabling them to take part in one of activities
they had preferable skills and do a lot of good to their communities. Overall, they were
suitable for bringing them into use to develop the communities at the most.

3. The processes for driving the research on the Volunteer Buddhist spirit for local
developments enabled the target group in Ban Nong Sanom’s communify to change their
way of thoughts and increase awareness of respoansibilities for the community and decent
values of Thais’ households. Asa result, processes of volunteer Buddhist spirit for local
developments culminated in characteristics of volunteer Buddhist spirit for local

developments of nine headings as earlier formulated.
