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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to: 1) develop a learning organization model
basing on the Buddhism-affiliated teaching method for cthical enhancement of students in the
Faculty of Education, Mahachulalongkorn Rajavidyalaya University; and 2) study the
effectiveness of the leamning organization model of on Instructional Model Based on the
Buddhism-Affiliated Teaching Method for Enhancing on the Ethics of Undergraduate

Student. It was divided into 2 phases. 1) design and development of the instructional

model, 2) assessment of the effectiveness of the instructional model. The samiple are 40
students at the Social Studies Program, in the 2™ semester of the academic year 2013,
taken to that devided two groups of 20 students in the experimental group and

20 students in the control group. The research instruments included : 1) the Instructional

model based -on the Buddhism-affiliated teaching method 2).-10. lesson plans. spending. on
20 hours 3) multiple choice of learning acliment with 40 items. 4) the assessment
form of undergraduate Students ethics 5) the questionnaire on satisfaction. The data

were analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test (independent samples).

2.1 The experimental group of undergradate students had higher scores
of learning achievement from posttest than the pretest and the control group at the
.05 level of significance,

2.2 The undergradate students ethics in the experimental group
afterimplementing the instructional model was significanthy than that of the control

group with the statistic significance at the .05 level.

2.3 The undergradate students “satisfaction” in experimental group ,

it was found as a whole to have a quality at a highest level.
