Abstract

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of the early childhood school-based
curricufum; 2) develop the early childhood school-based curriculum in preparation for
entering the ASEAN Economic Community of Burapha Phittayakhan Municipal School,
Maha Sarakham Municipality by adhering to the 8 steps of Hilda Taba’s model of curriculum
development which comprises: 1) diagnosis of needs, 2) formulation of objectives, 3)
selection of content, 4) organization of content, 5-6) selection and organization of activities,
7) evaluation, and &) examination of curriculum feasibility, by aiming at developing the 3
aspects of ASEAN Economic Community characteristics which are knowledge, skill/process,
and attitude. The research group comprised 8 persons. The target group comprised 5 persons
and the informant group comprised 9 persons. The instruments for the collection of data
consisted of minutes of the meeting, a focus group record, and a curriculum draft assessment
form.

The results are as follows:

1. Regarding the state of curriculum administration, it was revealed that the early
childhood school-based curriculum of Burapha Phittayakhan Municipal School was the
revised version of the early childhood school-based curriculum 2006 which was not
congruent with the existing situation that supported entering the ASEAN Economic

Community.




2. The early childhood school-based curriculum in preparation for entering the
ASEAN Economic Community of Burapha Phitiayakhan Municipal School, Maha Sarakham
Municipality for Kindergarten 1, Kindergarten 2 and Kindergarten 3 consisted of 3 aspects of
early childhood children’s characteristics: knowledge ~having knowledge about ASEAN
countries regarding politics, economic, society and culture —having knowledge about ASEAN
and the origin of ASEAN; skill/process: having the basic skills ~being able to communicate
in at least 2 languages (English and one neighbor country’s language) ~having the skill in
using information technology creatively - being able to solve problems peacefully —being able
to work and live with others; having civil skill/ social responsibility —respect and accept
cultural variety — having leadership; and attitude —being proud of being Thai/ being ASEAN
—jointly responsible for the ASEAN Economic Community —having realization in being
ASEAN - having a democratic lifestyle - accept the difference of religious faiths —lead one’s
life according to the philosophy of Sufficiency Economy - aiming at developing children
holistically including physical and intellectual development, language, creative thinking as

well as social and emotional development.
