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Abstract

The research aimed to study and compare the state of operation and study guidelines
on development of the operation of the child development centers under the local
administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen District, Maha Sarsakham Province, The
research was divided into 2 phases. Phase I was the study of the state of operation of the child
development centers under the local administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen District,
Maha Sarsakham Province. The instrument for the collection of data was a questionnaire with
the reliability of 0.948. The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program. The
statistics used comprised frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and one-way
analysis of variance [F-test (one-way ANOVA)]; paired test according to Scheffe-’s method
was also used. Phase 2 was the study of guidelines on development of the operation of the
child development centers under the local administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen
District, Maha Sarsakham Province which employed focus group discussion.

The results are as follows:

1. The state of operation of the child development centers under the local
administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen District, Maha Sarsakham Province, on the
whole, was in the high level. When considered by aspect, 5 aspects of the operation of the
child development centers were in the high level and 1 in the moderate level. Ranked in

descending order according to the mean, the aspects were: early childhood children




development network promotion; academic and curricular activities; child development
center administration; buildings and grounds, environment and safety; participation and
support from all parties; and personnel,

2. The comparison of the development of the operation of the child development
centers under the local administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen District, Maha
Sarsakham Province, classified by status, on the whole revealed a difference with statistical
significance at the .05 level, and when each aspect was considered, it was found that there
was a difference in every aspect with statistical significance at the .05 level.

3. Regarding the study of guidelines on development of the operation of the child
development centers under the local administrative organizations in Chiang Yuen District,
Maha Sarsakham Province, the resulis are as follows: 1) on the aspect of buildings and
grounds, environment and safety, there should be adequate green areas, playground and other
facilities, and they should be in a good condition; the environment should be arranged in such
a way that it fosters learning; the buildings and grounds are suitable and safe for children; and
the environment should be arranged according to the development of children on every
aspect; 2) on the aspect of participation and support from all parties, the child development
center should publicize its operation and encourage the community to take part in the
instruction, to support the center financially, and to establish the parent club in order to have
| more part in organizing education; 3) on the aspect of personnel, the child development
center should have child caregivers who hold an early childhood education qualification,
should organize training related to organizing early childhood education and should organize

activities that boost their morale continuously.
