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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to study the state of problems of organizing
the administrative and information system of private schools in Maha Sarakham
Province, compare the problems of organizing the administrative and information
systems of the private schoots, and study guidelines appropriate for the organization
of the administrative and information systems of the private schools. The sample
comprised administrators, section heads, learning strand heads, and teachers who
were in charge of the information system, from 33 private schools of the basic
education level, totally 305 persons.The key informants comprised 6 representatives
of 3 schools with outstanding organized administrative and information system. The
instruments for the collection of data were an interview form and a questionnaire
with the discrimination power ranging from .42 to .87 and the reliability of .96. The
statistics employed were percentage, mean, standard deviation, and F-test.

The results revealed that the problems of organizing the administrative and
information system of the private schools in MahaSarakham Province, on the whole
and by aspect, were in the moderate level. The comparison of the problems of
organizing the administrative and information system of the private schoots in
MahaSarakham Province revealed a difference with statistical significance at the .05
level. Regarding guidelines appropriate for solving problems of organizing the
administrative and information system of the private schools in MahaSarakham
Province, the following were suggested: there should be home visits, personnel with

the right qualification for the position should be recruited, in recruiting personnel,




both written and hands-on examinations should be given, and information system

should be used continuously and consistently with the needs in development.
