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ABSTRACT

This research aims to : 1} develop learning activities of reading and writing
difficutt words by using concentrated language encounter instruction approach with skill
practices has efficiency according to ariteria 80/80, 2) Find the effectiveness index of
the learning activities of reading and writing difficult words, 3) compare the reading and
writing skills on difficult words of students before and after learning, and 4) to the
satisfaction of Grade 2 students to the concentrated language encounter instruction with
skills practice, Substance Group Learning of Thai Language for Grade 2 students. The
sample group was Grade 2 students, total of 30 students from Ban Nonmuong School,
Office of Mahasarakham Primary Education Service Area 1, acaderic year 2013, The
sample was obtained by purposive sampling. Tool used in the study were consisted of 4
types: 1) the skilts practice of reading and writing difficult words of 4 sets, 2} learning plan
of concentrated language encounter instruction, Substance Group Leamning of Thai
language, total of 16 plans, 3} achievement test with 30 questions, 4) satisfaction of the
students to leam reading and writing difficult words using the concentrated language
encounter instruction approach, Substance Group Leaming of Thai language for Grade 1
students with 30 questions, Statistical data analysis were percentage, mean, standard

deviation, and hypothesis testing using the formula t-test (Dependent Samples).



The results showed that

1. Skills practice of reading and writing difficult words, Substance
Group Learning of Thai Language for Grade 2 students has efficiency of 95.67/
95.33, which is higher than the criteria of 80/80 threshold.

2. The effectiveness index of learning to read and write difficult
waords, using concentrated language encounter instruction approach with skills
practices, Substance Group Learning of Thai Language for Grade 2 student is
equal to 0.8636 or about 86 percent.

3 The test results of before and after learning of Grade 2 students
with pretest and posttest mean of 19.73 and 28.60 points respectively. When the
scores were compared between pretest and posttest, it was found that the mean
score of the posttest was higher than pretest with statistical significance at .01
level.

4. The level of satisfaction of the students leaming to read and
write difficult words by using concentrated language encounter instruction
approach, Substance Group Learning of Thai Language for Grade 2 students,

was at the high level,
