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Abstract

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of community’s participation in organizing
education in the child development center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality; 2)
study the level of the community’s participation in organizing education in the child development
center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality; 3) study suggestions for development of the
community’s participation in organizing education in the child development center of Tambon
Wangnang Municipality, Muang Maha Sarakham District, Maha Sarakham Province. The
population was used as sample and it comprised 1 Tambon headman, 4 village headmen, 8
assistant village headmen, 12 council members of Tambon Wangnang Muhicipality, and 60
parents of children in the child development center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality, totally 85
persons, obtained through purposive sampling, The instruments consisted of a focus group
discussion for the study of the state of community’s participation in organizing education in the
child development center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality, and a 5-level rating scale
questionnaire inquiring about the Ievel of the community’s participation in organizing education
in the child development center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality, with the fotal reliability of
.96. The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program, The statistics used were
frequency, 'percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results are as follows:

1. The study of the state of community’s participation in organizing education in the




child development center of Tambon Wangnang Municipality revealed that the community lacked
understanding of participation in organizing education in the child development center because
they thought it was a duty of only the administrator and teachers and therefore they did not realize
their own importance. This resulted in the lack of participation as mentioned.

2. The community’s participation in organizing education in the child development
center of Tamben Wangnang Municipality, Muang Maha Sarakham District, Maha Sarakham
Province, on the whole, was in the moderate level (1t = 3.39). When considered by aspects, one
aspect was in the high level, that was the aspect of academic and curricular activities {n =3.65),
and 5 aspects were in the moderate level. Ranked in descending order, the aspects were:
participation and support from all parties (i = 3.48), administration of the child development
center (1 = 3.44), early childhood children development network promotion (p = 3.38), personnel
(u = 3.20), and buildings and grounds, environment and safety (u = 3.16).

3. The suggestions are as follows: the duty and role of each group should be clearly
defined; personnel should be developed to gain more knowledge and ability for the promotion of
early childhood education such as knowledge and ability of instructional organization and
organizing creative activities; the classroom should meet the standard and should have livable
atmosphere that nurtures learning; the child development center’s operation should be evaluated
at least twice a year and the results should be made known to the community. Meanwhile, the
teachers in the child development center should be encouraged to take part in community
activities such as in festivals and home visits. The community should have its part in organizing
education in the child development center as much as possible. A network of collaboration
between the community and the child development center should be built, Resource persons from
the community should be invited to take part in the work of the child development center; and
parent-teacher club should be established to provide opportunities for parents to see and take part

in the child development center’s activities.
