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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of operation of school
development on the aspect of favorable surroundings for learning of
Nongpokwitayayon School, Don Chan District, Kalasin Province: 2) make the
strategy of school development on the aspect of favorable surroundings for
learning of Nongpokwitayayon School, Don Chan District, Katasin Province. The
research was divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 was the study of the state of
operation of school development. The target group comprised the administrator,
the teachers and the basic education institution committee members, totally
33persons. The instruments used were a focus group record and an observation
form. Phase 2 was the drafting of the strategy of school development on the
aspect of favorable surroundings for leaming. The target group comprised 7
certified learned persons. The instruments used were a focus group record and
an evaluation form for the draft strategy. The statistics used in the data analysis

consisted of the mean and standard deviation.
The results are as follows:

1. Regarding the state of operation of school development on the
aspect of favorable surroundings for learning of Nongpokwitayayon School, Don

Chan District, Kalasin Province, it was found that: 1) regarding the physical




surroundings, the condition of the school building, classrooms, the meeting hall,
the cafeteria and the bathrooms were not suitable for use; they were dirty, old,
damaged and they lacked maintenance; some of them needed budget to build
new ones to replace them in the future; 2) regarding the academic surrounding,
they were not suitable; there was a lack of learning sources to promote the
students’ knowledge; and 3) regarding the managerial surroundings, the
personnel had not been promoted academically; there was a lack of
participation in the management of instruction; there was a lack of support
from agencies and organizations, and that resulted in the lack of efficiency in
development of learning.

2. Regarding the strategy of school development on the aspect of
favorable surroundings for learning of Nongpokwitayayon School, Don Chan
District, Kalasin Province, it was composed of 1) the strategy of physical
surroundings development: support should be given to participation in
development of buildings and grounds inside and outside the classrooms to
make them ready for use; promote capital mobilization for construction of more
buildings and grounds to suffice the use in the future; arrange shady surroundings
to create learning atmosphere; 2) the strategy of academic surroundings
development: support should be given to participation in academic
empowerment between the school and the community; promote exchanging of
learning experience among educational institutions in the form of academic
network; and support the use of the learmer and the community as academic
learning sources that are consistent with the living; 3) the strategy of managerial
surroundings development: the perscnnel should be supported to gain more
knowledge for instructional development; interpersonal collaboration for
exchanging of experience should be supported; and organize the managerial
surroundings by having participation from all parties.The result of the evaluation
of the suitability and feasibility of the draft strategy revealed the suitability in the
high level.
