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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of operation of the teachers of non-formal
and informal education centers in the Northeast, Thailand; 2) compare the state of operation
of the teachers of non-formal and informal education centers in the Northeast, classified by
level of education and work experience. The sample comprised 338 teachers of non-formal
and informal education centers in the Northeast, obtained through 1nulti~stage sampling.

The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the index of item-objective
congruence ranging from 0.67 to 1.00, the discrimination power ranging from 0.35 to 0.75,
and the reliability of 0.96. The statistics used in the analysis consisted of frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and the hypothesis testing employed t —test
(Independent Samples) and F — test (One-way Anova)

The results are as follows:

1. The state of operation of the teachers of non-formal and informal education
centers in the Northeast, on the whole and by aspect, was in the high level. Ranked in
descending order according to the value of the mean, the aspects are: informal education;
basic education work; education for vocational development; and life skill development and

people training.



2. The teachers with a different level of education and work experience had no
difference in their opinion on the state of operation of the teachers of non-formal and

informal education centers in the Northeast, on the whole and by aspect.
