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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to: 1) study the levels of satisfaction of the basic
education institution committees with organization of education in the schools under
Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, 2) compare the levels of satisfaction
of the basic education institution committees with organization of education in the schools
under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, and 3) study
recommendations of the basic education institution committees on organization of
education in the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative organization.
The research was divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 dealt with the study ofthe levels
ofsatisfaction of the basic education institution committees. The sample comprised 155 basic
education institution committee members in the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial
Administrative Organization in the academic year 2014, obtained through stratified random
sampling. The instrument used was a questionnaire having the total reliability of 0.87.
The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program, The statistics used in the
analysis of data were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test and F-test, Phase 2 dealt
with the study of recommendations of the basic education institution committees. The target
group consisted of 10 basic education institution committee members. The instrument used
in the collection of data was an interview form. The analysis of qualitative data employed

a content analysis.




The results are as follows:

1. The level of satisfaction of the basic education institution committees with
organization of education in thé schools underMahaSarakham Provincial Administrative
Organization, on the whole, was in the high level ( X= 422, S.D. = 0.42). When
considered by aspect, every aspect was in the high level. Ranked in descending order
according to the value of the mean, the aspects were: personnel administration( X= 425,
S.D. = 0.55), general administration { X= 4.23, 8.D. = 0.60), academic administration
(X= 421, 8.D. = 0.61), andbudget administration ( X= 4.19, $.D, = 0,58), respectively.

2. The comparison of thesatisfaction of the basic education institution
committees with organization of education in the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial
Administrative Organization, classified by the size of the school and the status, revealed
that the basic education institution commiftee in schools of a different size had no
difference in the level of satisfaction with organization of education, at the .05 level of
statistical significance; the basic education institution committee members with a different
status had a difference in their satisfactionwith organization of education, with statistical
significance at the .05 level,

3. The recommendations of the basic education institution committees
onorganization of education in the schools under MahaSarakham Provincial Administrative
Organizationare as follows: on the academic administration: there should be meetings of all
concerned personnel; there should be fund raising and mobilization of educational resources
from the organization of affiliation and outsiders should be encouraged to participate in
evaluation of educational quality; on the budget administration, financial support should be
provided for educational activities adequately; the school expenses must be checked against
the balance of the school account; personnel should be assigned to take charge of the security
of the school;on the personnel administration, teachers’ performance should be checked;
meetings of all parties should be called in order to mobilize ideas for planning and staffing of
scarce learning strands; and on the general administration, the basic education institution
committee members should be invited to take part in educational planning, meetings for

discussing problems in the school, and they should be invited to take part in every activity.
