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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to: 1) study the state of organizing early childhood
cducation in educational institutions under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education
Service Area 2; 2) compare eatly childhood education organization in the educational
institutions according fo the opinions of the educational institution administrators and the
teachers teaching early childhood children in educational institutions of different sizes; 3)
study approaches to development and recommendations on early childhood education
organization in the educational institutions under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary
Education Service Area 2. The research was divided into 2 phases. Phase 1 was the study of
the state of organizing early childhood education. The sample comprised 350 educational
institution administrators and the teachers teaching early childhood children in educational
institutions under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 2 in the
academic year 2013. The sample size was determined according to the Krejcic and Morgan
table. The instrumnent was a questionnaire with the discrimination power ranging from 0.31to
0.75 and the total reliability of 0.96. The statistics used were mean, standard deviation, t-test
and F-test. And Phase 2 was the study of approaches to development and recommendations
on early childhood education organization. The target group consisted of 10 educational
institution administrators and teachers, The instrument used was an in-depth interview form.

The data were analyzed with content analysis and interpretation.



The results are as follows:

1. The organization of early childhood education in the educational institutions
under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 2, on the whole and by
aspect, was in the high level. Ranked in descending order according to the value of the mean,
the top 3 aspects are: construction of an appropriate curriculum; building the surroundings
favorable for children’s learning; and organizing activities that promote children’s
development and learning.

2. The comparison of early childhood education organization in the educational
institutions under Maha Sarakham Office of Primary Education Service Area 2 revealed that
the educational institution administrators and the teachers teaching eatly childhood chitdren
in educational institutions with different status and different size of educational institution,
had no difference in their opinions on the state of organizing early childhood education in the
educational institutions.

3. The approaches to development and recommendations on early childhood
education organization in the cducational institutions under Maha Sarakham Office of
Primary Education Service Area 2 as recommended are: on the aspect of construction of an
appropriate curricutum, there should be training to prepare for construction of an appropriate
early childhood education curriculum which is consistent with the real conditions; on the
aspect of building the surroundings favorable for children’s learning, opportunities should be
given to the community to take part in arranging internal and external surroundings; on the
aspect of organizing activities that promote children’s development and learning, various
teaching activities should be organized for the complete development of children, physically,
emotionally, socially, and intellectually; on the aspect of learning integration, the personnel
of the child development centers should be promoted to receive the knowledge and
understanding of the principles of organizing early childhood education, and training in
media production/innovation should be provided for the personnel of the child development
centers; on the aspect of assessment of children’s development and learning, there should be
clear-cut criteria of evaluation of organizing experience, and the child caregivers should be

informed about the results of the evaluation of organizing experience; and on the aspect of



relationship between the teacher and the children’s families, the children’s families should

participate in activities of the child development centers regularly.
