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ABSTRACT

The research had the objectives to: 1) study the level of participation in
organizing education of the child development centers under the local
administrative organizations of Changhan District, Roi Et Province; 2) study the
recommendations on participation in organizing education of the child
development centers under the local administrative organizations of Changhan
District, Roi Et Province. The population that was used as sample comprised
administrators, educational officers, and child care teachers, totally 60 persons.
The instrument used was a 5-level rating scale guestionnaire with the
discrimination power ranging from 0.28 to 0.71 and the total reliability of 0.96.

The analysis of data employed a ready-made computer program to find

frequency, percentage, mean (LL) and standard deviation (G). The results are as
follows:

1. The participation in organizing education of the child deve(opment
centers under the local administrative organizations of Changhan District, Roi Et
Province, on the whole, was in the high level (p=3.72). When considered by
aspect, every aspect was also in the high level. Ranked in descending order, the
top 3 aspects aré: the academic and curricular activities (p=3.77), the child
development center administration (1=3.74), and the participation and support

from all parties (u=3.70).




2. The recommendations on participation in organizing education of the
child development centers under the local administrative organizations of
Changhan District, Roi Et Province are as follows: a committee in charge of making
decisioﬁ on the budget and procurement of supplies related to organizing
education for children shouid be appointed; promote further education and self-
development for the personnel; éupport outsiders to take part in arrangement of
the environment and security, to support learer-centered learning experience
organization, to take part in the operation, to join meetings to listen to problems,
and to take part in exchanging of information for appropriate child problem
solving; promote building a child development network emphasizing publicity
and network meetings; and promote building relationship between the child

development center and the community through various activities.
