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ABSTACT

The research had the objectives to: 1) study the state of fund raisingfor
development of the learning centers of the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial
Administrative Organization; 2) study guidelines on fund raising for development of the
learning centers of the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative
Organization; and 3} study the results of the implementation of the guidelines on fund
raising for development of the learning centers of the schools under Maha Sarakham
Provincial Administrative Organization. The research employed the mixed methodology
of quantitative research and qualitative research. The research was divided into 3 phases.
Phase 1 dealt with the study of the state of fund raising for development of the learning
centers of the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization,

The sample consisted of administrators, basic education institution committee members,
teachers and parents, totally 753 persons. The sample sized was determined according
to the Krejcie and Morgan table. The instrument was a questionnaire inquiring about the
state of fund raising for development of the leaming centers of the schools under Maha
Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization. Phase 2 was an in-depth interview. The
interviewees were 20 people who had been successful in fund raising. The instrurnent
was a semi-structured interview form constructed by the author, Phase 3 dealt with fund
raising in action according to the guidelines constructed. The instruments comprised the
guidelines on fund raising, guidelines on workshop on fund raising, a form for monitoring
the operation, a focus group record, and a report on fund raising. The analysis of data
was to find percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The analysis of the qualitative
data employed a content analysis,

The results revealed that fund raising for development of the learning centers
of the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, on the
whole, was in the high level. When considered by aspect, it was found that the aspect of



man had the highest mean while the aspect of management, the aspect of money, and
the aspect of material came the second, the third and the fourth, respectively.

Regarding the guidelines on fund raising for development of the learning centers
of the schools under Maha Sarakham Provincial Administrative Organization, it was found
that the following suggestions were made: on the aspect of man, participatory working
must be adhered; honoring school patrons, administrator’s leadership, the teachers,
sacrifice, determination for the success of work, having data and information of those
concerned, and prioritizing the common interest were crucial factors for the success in
fund raising; on the aspect of money, it was suggested that having a systematic
expenditure plan, spending money for all it Is worth according to the objective, honesty,
balancing the account transparently with accountability, sood interactions with successful
people or those well off would help to make fund raising easier; and reporting the
expenditure to concerned persons would also help fund raising to be successful; on the
aspect of material, there must be a clear-cut support requesting plan, a good
maintenance system, a good process of directing, monitoring and reporting of using
materials and supplies, and continuous coordination with donors would help fund raising
to be successful; on the aspect of management, inviting concerned persons to participate
in school activitiesregularly, publicizing school activities, allowing the community to use
school buildings andgrounds for their activities, building a network or a strong public
relationtearn would result in the success of fund raising.

Regarding the implementation of the guidelines on fund raising in the 7 (earning
centers, it was found that the goals were achieved in all of the 7 learning centers,
