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ABSTRACT

The present study was aimed at studying social phenomena and short
stories presentation strategies in weekly magazines in the year 2012, Only 107
short stories published during January ~ December 2012 in weekly magazines:
Matichon, Nation and Siam-Rath were studied. The results were presented in
descriptive manner.

The results of the study revealed as follows:

There were 6 aspects of sodial phenomena the authors reflected in the
short stories in weekly magazines in the year 2012. The aspect of religion, belief
and tradition phenormenon was the highest. The aspect of economy
phenomenon which was resulted continuously from great flood by the end of
the year 2011 till 2012 caused Thailand’s low economics, and agricultural and
factories damages. The aspect of nature and environment phenomenon made
Thailand in low economics which resulted from both natural disasters and
human. The aspect of education phenomenon was the country big problem
because most of the Thai people are uneducated. There were problems about
teachers and teaching and 15 years of free education policy. The aspect of
politics phenomenon was big problem in Thai societies in the year 2012:
political assembly, the request for democracy, the recall of poiitica[ situations
in the past, and the differences of political ideal. All these caused the Thai
people to be divided into many groups. Other aspects found were the issues
of foreign countries, the moon, and non-existents.

The short stories presentation strategies most of the authors used in
weekly magazines in the year 2012 were chronological order, flashback, and

shuffle, respectively.




The story-telling or point of view strategies most of the authors used to
tell the stories in weekly magazines in the year 2012 were third person point of
view, first person point of view, mixed point of view, and omniscient point of
view, respectively.

The tones of the story most of the authors used the most in weekly
magazines in the year 2012 were ironic, satirical, and mocking. The rest were
