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Abstract

The research aimed to: 1. study the level of participation in basic education
administration of the basic education institution committees, and 2. study guidelines on
development of participation in basic education administration of the basic education institution
committees of the schools under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26. The
research population comprised educational institution administrators, {eacher representatives, and
chairpersons of the basic education institution committees under the Office of Secondary
Education Service Area 26, in the academic year 2012, totally 105 persons. The instrument for
data collection was a questionnaire with the total reliability of 0.937. The analysis of data
employed a ready-made computer program, The statistics used were percentage, mean and
standard deviation. An interview form was also used; the data were analyzed with a descriptive
analysis.

The results are as follows:

1. The level of participation in basic education administration of the basic education
institution committees of the schools under the Office of Secondary Education Service Area 26,
on the whole and by aspect, was in the high level. Ranked in descending order according to the
value of the mean, the aspects were: personnel administration, academic administration, general

administration and budget administration.




2. The guidelines on development of participation in basic education administration
of the basic education institution committees of the schools under the Office of Secondary
Education Service Area 26 are as follows:

2.1 On the aspect of academic administration, the educational institution
should organize training to increase knowledge of the personnel; the basic education institution
committee should have a greater role in academic administration, and local wisdom should have
more participation in organizing education,

2.2 On the aspect of budget administration, the educational institution should
allocate the budget according to priority of work; the basic education institution committee should
have a greater role in budget administration, and it should help raise fund to support the
educational institution.

2.3 On the aspect of personnel administration, the educational institution
should organize training to promote and develop the quality of personnel; personnel’s morale
should be boosted; adequate staffing which is consistent with the work should be carried out; and
the basic education institution committee should take part in educational planning,

2.4 On the aspect of general administration, the educational institution should
define clearly the duties in administration; there must be a clear-cut policy of participation; work
assignments should be ap.propriate for the personnel’s knowledge; and the basic education
institution committee should take part in providing learning sources, repairing buildings and

grounds and raising additional budget.
