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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the effectiveness of integrated basic
education management in Udon Thani province, to investigate factors affecting the integrated
basic education management, and to propose a model of integrated basic education
management in Udon Thani province. The population consisted of 834 primary school.s in
Udon Thani Primary Education Service Office 1-4. The Taro Yamane method was employed
to calculate the sample size. The samples were 270 primary schools in Udon Thani Primary
Education Service Office 1-4 which were selected by the simple random sampling technique.
The data was collected from the education committee members by questionnaires, which
the informants consisted of chairman, vice chairmen and members. The target population
was twenty experts in assessing and verifying a model of integrated basic education
management. The instrument was a questionnaire, and two sets of an interview form.

The basic statistics and regression analysis were used for quantitative data and the content
analysis was used for qualitative data.

Results of the study were as follows:

1. The results showed that the overall effectiveness index of the integrated basic
education management in Udon Thani province regarding the four major factors was at a
moderate level (_X- =2.71). The four major factors concerned with the basic education
management consisted of the quality of education based on the Office for Standards and
Quality Assessment, current needs of people, an academic excellence, and current conditions,

2. The factors affected the integrated basic education management in Udon Thani
province at the .05 level of the statistical significance. The education management
emphasized sustainable integration of operational plan, regulations and resources with
partners.

3. The study showed that the excellent mode] of integrated basic education
management in Udon Thani Province was the PODS model for basic education management

focusing on policy, practitioner, driving factors, and strategies.
