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ABSTRACT

The research aimed to: 1) study the state of early childhood education organization
of private schools in Maha Sarakham Province according to the opinions of the educational
institution committee members and teachers; 2) study the needs in early childhood education
organization; and 3) study recommendations on early childhood education organization. The
sample, determined according to the Krejcie and Margan table, comprised 50 educational
institution committee members and 189 teachers in the early childhood education level. A
questionnaire was used to collect data from the sample. And the target group comprised 9
educational institution administrators. The instrument used was a structured interview form.
The quantitative data were analyzed with basic statistics and the qualitative data with a
content analysis.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Regarding the state of education organization in the private schools, there
was education organization in the high level on every aspect. Because organizing education
of the private schools faced a rather high competition, preparation of readiness must be
carried out on all aspects.

2. Regarding the needs in education organization, on the whole, it was found
that the needs for constructing the school-based curriculum, and organizing activities that
promote development and learning were in the highest level. The results led administration

curriculum, to improve compliance with the learning experience focusing on the learners and



the needs of the parents and the community. Parental involvement promotes child
development.

3. Regarding the ways of developing early childhood education organization of
the private schools in Maha Sarakham Province, priorities should be given to activities that
promote development and learning that develop various skills by constructing the school-
based curriculum according to the context of each school, arranging the environment so it is
beautiful and livable and has learning sources, organizing activities that promote
development and learning that develop various skills, providing for an integration of learning
on the aspect of using technology, providing for evaluation of children’s development and
learning, providing for promotion of public relations through electronic media in order to

encourage parents to collaborate more with the school.
