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ABSTRACT

This research paper is to integrate the Student Team Achievement Division (STAD)
which as a cooperative learning strategy in which small groups of students with different
ability work together to accomplish a shared learning activity goals were instructed. The aims
of this research are 1) to investigate the problems of the instructional design method on Thai
Language Learning area for developing students’ reading of their main idea model,

2) to build up this model to develop the new innovations as the instructional lesson plans to
the small student groups with the Student Teams Achievement Division (STAD) instructional
method, 3) to use the STAD innovation lesson plans for administering instructions, and

4) to be assessed students’ satisfactions of their collaborative learning activities to their
STAD innovation lesson plans which the sample consisted of 18 lower students at the
Matthayom Sueksa 2 in the second semester in the academic year 2015 from Ban Khoy
School in the Office of Roi-Et Primary Educational Service Area 2 with the Purposive
Sampling Random technique. Using research instruments, such as; the innovation
instructional the STAD lesson plans, the Reading for Main Idea Learning Achievement Test,
the Creative Thinking Ability Test, and the Student on Satisfaction Questionnaire were used.
Statistically significant was analyzed within data of percentage, average mean scores,

standard deviation, and Hotelling’s T



These results have found that :

1. To investigate of the problem situations and instructional guidelines of the
Learning Area of Thai Language for developing the main idea reading of lower secondary
students at the Matthayom Sueksa 2 indicated that, Thai teacher has been lacked of
acquisitions knowledge and understanding of their instructional disorders, to lack of
inventory skills to her buildups the instructional Medias and innovations, and to disorder of
her instructional preparing lesson plans to her understanding was lacked. Teacher ought to
enhance students’ suitability skills of their reading for main idea, such as; advertorial reading,
folk story, short story, literature reading content.

2. To assess students’ outcomes of their IOC efficiency value of the new
innovations as the instructional STAD lesson plans was evidence of 77.04/76.94 on criteria
standardized efficiency of 75/75 which overall on the twelve instructional lesson plans in six
issues was separated with this Thai Language Learning area are provided.

3. Statistically significant was differentiated between students’ learning
achievements and their creative thinking abilities with the pretest and posttest mean scores
indicated that evidence at level of .05, significantly.

4. Overall on students’ satisfactions of their instructional design on their learning
activities with the Student Teams Achievement Division (STAD) method were revealed that

evidence of high score level (i =4.45,S.D.=0.14)
